“Hot Hits” changes to “Playlist”: Look for the new “Playlist” button on
the home page replacing “Hot Hits.”

Scroll feature: Ecast now has as many as 20 playlists and that number can
easily and quickly grow thanks to our broadband connection. To view all the
playlists in our collection, simply touch either of the double arrow buttons
on either side of the screen. See imaae. riaht.

Shuffle mode: Standard Ecast playlists are limited to 15 songs. Shuffle mode allows playlists
to have as many as 100 songs. Each time the patron touches “shuffle,” a new list of songs
appears on screen to choose from.
