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Introduction 
This document contains the release notes for Ecast Music Software version 3.5.2. The following 
sections describe the release in detail. 

What’s New 
1. Boosted visual performance of jukeboxes (not EQ).  Touch response and screen repaint 

are significantly faster now! 
2. The EQ now has a new on-screen belt for on-demand accessibility to premium content 

applications. 
3. Software support for new Ecast Hardware Upgrade Kit 
4. Spanish-language support 
5. Fotofeed application can display 15 photos instead of current 10 

Recent Changes 
1. Jukebox only: Optimizations to the rendering engine due to poor performance issues 

from prior software releases. 
2. EQ-only: Incorporation of Belt 2.0 component into the EQ software.  The on-screen 

component displays the available applications that can be accessed on-demand on the 
EQ. 

3. EQ-only: Added accessibility through the belt (mid-section of display) for the following 
premium-content applications: 

a. Wiffiti 
b. Jumbli 
c. Flickr Fotofeed 
d. Location posters (by touching the location’s logo on the belt) 

4. EQ-only: The current time display has been removed from the EQ 
5. EQ and Icon units only:  Addressed issues with MEI MARS card readers not being able to 

be detected on startup of device. 
a. New messages should appear on MEI card readers: 

i. Initializing…Please Standby (On machine startup) 
ii. Swipe Your Credit Card (Active-mode) 

iii. Sleeping… (Power-off mode) 
6. Jukebox only: Software support for Ecast Hardware upgrade kit. 
7. Spanish language support added. 
8. Fotofeed application upper limit on photos increased to 15 from 10.

Known Problems and Workarounds 

For EQ and Icon units only 

¶ The yellow-green LCD backlight does not currently shut off when the device is in low 
power mode 

¶ If the unit is running and the credit card reader is disabled via ECC or through the 
console, the message “Swipe your credit card” may still display.  Please hard power-
cycle the unit to update the message. 

In General 

¶ A popup dialog from Adobe Flash Player may appear with the text:
